Bloomôs taxonomy 

In 1956, Bloom researched thousands of questions asked by teachers, categorised them, and 

arranged the categories into a hierarchy or taxonomy. He related the taxonomy to a ladder – the 

higher the rung, the deeper the learning. 

 

Research has consistently shown that the large majority of questions asked by teachers come from 

the first two categories, which require factual recall and comprehension. Few questions come from 

the other categories which require higher order thinking skills. 

 

Broadly speaking, within national curriculum levels of attainment, the demand for higher order 

thinking skills appears at Level 5.
