Intended Learning Outcomes

discussions to enhance their creativity and communication skills;

2. Students are able to write a proposal to suggest the essential conditions of an ideal museum through

summarizing the observations of the services and operations of a museum on site.

3. Students are able to identify the importance of the curatorial profession and different units in a

museum through the dialogues with the curator of HKMH.
