
Intermediate Course for Primary School Teachers: 
Nurturing Gifted Learners on Leadership, Creativity  and Critical Thinking 
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The Programme serves as an intermediate training for primary school curriculum leaders and teachers who 
have received the basic training or acquired relevant basic knowledge on nurturing the gifted learners. It aims 
at enriching their knowledge of giftedness, leadership, creativity and critical thinking, and enhancing their 
skills in nurturing gifted learners. At the end of the Programme, participants are expected to: 

 ·  have more in-depth knowledge of gifted education and understand the characteristics of gifted learners 
who have leadership potential, and/or high level of creativity and/or critical thinking; 

·  transfer and adapt the skills into their classroom practice; 
·  design curriculum/programme for gifted learners that can enhance their leadership, creativity and/or 

critical thinking and pilot the curriculum/programme at school; 
·  share their practicum experiences in the form of presentations and project reports; 
·  evaluate curriculum/programme for gifted learners. 
Course participants will be required to design a school-based gifted education programme, try out selected 
aspects of their proposed programme in their own school, and report on their practicum. 
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Target participants 
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Primary school curriculum leaders, or teachers who are interested in nurturing gifted learners and have 
experience in implementing gifted education programme. Priority will be given to curriculum leaders and 
teachers who: 
·  are from partner schools of gifted education / GE Teachers Networks;  
·  are responsible for school-based gifted education programmes at school; 
·  are from schools having two teacher nominees for pairing up for the practicum.

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Award 
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A Certificate of Completion will be awarded to participants who are able to fulfil all the course requirements which include 
achieving an attendance rate of not less than 80%*, successfully completing group proposal, practicum and final report on 
time, and presenting group proposal and final project in the last three sessions. In order to show appreciation of the efforts of 
teacher participants, the school heads concerned will be informed in writing, at the end of the course, the performance of their 
teachers in the course such as their attendance rate, completion of practicum and final report, etc. 
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 * The 80% or above attendance must include the last three compulsory sessions on project presentations. 
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Remarks 
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1. Successful applicants will be notified by the Center for Child Development (CCD), HKBU by 9 July 2010.  
2. As part of the registration procedure, successful applicants shall:  
·  fax a confirmation slip (attached to the letter of admission) to the CCD to confirm their place by 15 July 2010; 
·  complete a questionnaire and a personal data collection form (attached to the letter of admission) and submit to the CCD in 

the first session. 
3. The time spent WILL NOT  be registered as CPD hours if the participant is UNABLE  to complete the proposal, practicum 

and final report. 
4. Exemplary projects will be used to develop information kits and teaching & learning resources by the HKAGE; 
5. Teachers, who have enrolled in previous rounds of this course commissioned by the Education Bureau, need not apply.
