In this edition of the course, we focus on skills needed to tell personal stories. Personal stories 

are especially useful for students who are preparing for interviews, where they will be asked to 

talk about themselves and to highlight their talents.

This comprehensive course covers both writing and delivery of the speech. Drama games are 

used to encourage creativity and as exercises to strength the techniques. The course culminates 

in the final performance of the speech.
