Introduction
This immersive programme adopts a “Real-World Challenge” format. The course launches with a 

live roadshow featuring 4 selected Hong Kong Social Enterprises (SEs) sharing their current 

business landscape and challenges. Students will be randomly assigned into four consultancy 

teams, with each team matched to one SE.

Over the course of one month (four 3-hour sessions), students will act as junior consultants. 

Utilizing the Design Thinking framework, they will diagnose problems, develop solutions, and 

validate financial sustainability. The programme culminates in a “Mock Investment Demo Day” in 

the final session, where students pitch their solutions to invited guest investors who will vote for 

the most viable and impactful project.
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
